2008 BCP ANNUAL REPORT

Access and trail maintenance

The Sanctuary opened on February 2nd. The Sanctuary was closed on October 19" in
preparation for our annual White-tailed deer hunt, at which time the gates were locked
and the Sanctuary Steward, John Wilcox, posted closure notices.

On February 9" the Baker Sanctuary hosted a BCP Hike. TAS Sanctuary Chair Terri
Siegenthaler and Volunteer Guide Kathy McCormack led approximately twenty people
on a tour of the Sanctuary.

On February 9™ the Baker Sanctuary also hosted a Stewardship Day. Three volunteers
assisted Marcie and John line-trimming the tall grass out of the Blue Trail in preparation
for our annual Open House.

The annual Open House was held on March 29" from 9:00 AM until 4:00 PM. In all, 51
people signed in.

On May 10", the Baker Sanctuary hosted a BCP Hike. Volunteer Guide Cindy Sperry
led 13 people on a tour of the Sanctuary.

On June 7%, the Baker Sanctuary hosted “Brunch with the Birds”. Victor Emanuel,
Marshall Johnston and Barry Lyon guided a tour of the Sanctuary for eight guests.

John Wilcox trimmed low hanging and encroaching brush from six miles of trails, access
and service roads and hunter’s shooting alleys.

During the 2008 visitor season, the Sanctuary had 229 visitors, including those visitors
that attended special events. Of the visitors that signed in at the Registration Box, 57 %
were TAS members and 43 % were non-members.

John Wilcox monitored the Sanctuary boundaries and visitor access.

General maintenance

John Wilcox picked up trash on the Sanctuary right-of-way 26 times and called Travis
County work crews out five times to pick up trash dumped on the right-of-way,

John Wilcox mowed and trimmed the Headquarters Area, Parking Lot and around the
Baker Cabin eight times.

John Wilcox loaded, hauled and spread the remaining 5.3 tons of limestone road base on
hand to fill in rough spots on the hunter’s access roads, the Steward’s driveway and trails.
John Wilcox gathered, hauled and placed 980 rocks for landscape borders around the
Jackie Arnold Education Center and the Kutac/Harris Plaque.

John and Marcie watered the landscape at the JAEC 60 times.

John Wilcox caged 16 Spanish Oak seedlings to protect them from browsing WTD, I
then suspended caging operations due to the drought.

I'hauled 3 tons of crushed granite for walkways and parking areas at the JAEC.
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
